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Pueblo sites located near the Farmington-Bloomfield-
Blanco corridor along US Highway 64 the weekend of
October 3-5.

Members of today’s Navajo Nation consider the
Dinétah to be the birthplace of Changing Woman as
well as the home of the Hero Twins, Monster Slayer
and other deities prominent in their creation story and
clan migration legends. The Diné (Navajo name for
themselves) lived in the Dinétah between AD 1500
and 1770, a period marked by conflict with the Ute,
Comanche and Spanish as well as possible
collaboration with Pueblo refugees following the
Pueblo Revolt of 1680.

Friday, October 3 Tour participants will depart
from Santa Fe Outlet Mall at 7:00 a.m. sharp. We will
carpool caravan to Bernalillo via I 25, continuing
north on US 550 to the Angel Peak picnic area,
located just south of Bloomfield, for a B.Y.O picnic
lunch.

We will meet Jim Copeland, a Bureau of Land
Management archaeologist, at the National Forest
Service Jicarilla Ranger District office in Bloomfield
at 1:00 pm. After further compression of our group
into participants’ high clearance vehicles, we’ll depart
for sites in Largo Canyon. We’ll make several stops at
rock art panels that show images drawn in the early
Pueblo period, A.D. 700–900, as well as during the
historic 16-18th century Navajo period. At Crow
Canyon panoply of Holy People, animals, plants and
celestial representations awaits us.

Returning by way of Navajo Dam, we’ll gather for
dinner at The Wonderful House Chinese restaurant in
Aztec. Doug Dykeman of Dykeman Roebuck
Archaeology, leader of our full day tour on Saturday,
will join us for dinner and present an orientation to the
Dinétah. After dinner we’ll drive 10 miles south to the

Best Western Territorial Inn in Bloomfield to begin
our two nights of lodging.

Saturday, October 4 Doug Dykeman will lead us
into the Gobernador Canyon drainage to Delgadito
Canyon, Three Corn Ruin, Old Fort Ruin, and Frances
Canyon Ruin. In addition to our immersion into
Navajo ceremonial heritage, represented by a vast
array of images carved and painted on canyon walls,
we will see fortified mesa top sites, an early Navajo
water impoundment system, covered and protected
entryways, hooded corner fireplaces and pueblitos.
Picnic box lunches and beverages will be provided.
Saturday’s dinner in Farmington is on our own.

Sunday, October 5 Today’s adventure takes us
west from Bloomfield to Farmington and the 12,000
acre B-Square Ranch, owned and operated by Tommy
Bolack. Archaeologist Linda Wheelbarger, Co-
Director of the San Juan College Cultural Resources
Management Program, will give us a rare guided tour
of archaeological sites located on the ranch. The large
Point site, a Chacoan outlier dating from AD 800 to
1300, overlooks Farmington from the south side of the
San Juan River. The Tommy site is an ancestral
Puebloan small house village with numerous kivas
and pit houses at the base of a cliff.

The cost of this trip, which involves easy to
moderate hiking, is $175 per person for Museum of
New Mexico Foundation (MNMF) members or $225
for nonmembers. The price includes archaeological
guide expenses, one box lunch, snacks, cold soft
drinks, bottled water and a $75 tax deductible
contribution to OAS research and education programs.
Lodging and travel expenses are not included. The
Bloomfield Best Western Territorial Inn, 505-632-
9100, has offered us a special price of $75 per night
per room, including hot breakfast each day and tax.

Trip registration, limited to 25 participants, begins
May 15. As with other FOA events, requests for
reservations will be taken in the chronological order
they are voice recorded on the FOA Reservation
Hotline. The FOA Hotline number for this trip is 505-
992-2715, ext.8. A volunteer will return your call and
take your payment information. Payment can be made
by credit card or check made out to Friends of
Archaeology and sent to OAS, P.O. Box 2087, Santa
Fe, NM, 87504-2087. Please remember that we will
not accept reservations before May 15 and that you
must call the Hotline number above, leaving a
message with the number of people for whom you are
requesting reservations. Our cancellation policy is to
refund in full by June 15 and in part thereafter.

Chiles and Sherds
Sunday, June 29, 2008 Pueblo Blanco

This year’s Chiles and Sherds celebration will be held
on Sunday, June 29, at Pueblo Blanco in the eastern
Galisteo Basin. It will be a joint program by the New
Mexico State Land Office and the Friends of
Archaeology with the gracious support of Denise
Lynch.

Pueblo Blanco is one of the eight large Galisteo
Basin Pueblos. Nels Nelson excavated portions of the
site in 1912, identifying 16 discrete buildings that
define 10 plazas. Prehistoric dams and reservoirs
served the site, which has evidence of two discrete

occupations. Most of the buildings date to the 15th
century, but one small portion of the site was occupied
during the Spanish Colonial period. Some fragile rock
art has been preserved on the surrounding sandstone
cliffs. Pueblo Blanco is on New Mexico State Trust
Land, and the New Mexico State Land Office is
actively working to preserve the site against active
erosion.

The event will be headquartered at the adjacent
clay quarry that was used for decades to supply the
Kinney Brick Company. Now that the new owners are
reclaiming the quarry, its walls provide a cross section
of clays of the Mesa Verde Formation. The program
for the event will include both strenuous and non-
strenuous activities. Pending final private landowner
permissions, 2-3 mile guided hikes will be offered
from the clay quarry to the Pueblo and back. Those
who are only interested in seeing the Pueblo will be
taken in a van to the site for scheduled guided tours.
Lunch will be provided at the clay quarry for all
participants. Displays of regional archaeology and
both modern and ancient pottery traditions will be set
up at the clay quarry. If fire restrictions and weather
permit, we will have demonstration pottery firings
throughout the day with Ulysses Reid of Zia Pueblo.

Cost is $95.00 per person. Reservations are
limited to 150 participants and should be made with
Barbara at the MNMF office, 505-982-6366, ext. 112.
Once all of the private landowner agreements have
been made, we will call reserved participants in the
order of their reservations to arrange for tour types
and times throughout the day.

5. We will be alert for signs of illegal activities at
archaeological and historical sites. If such activities of
recent age are noted, we should inform the proper
authorities through the Office of Archaeological Studies.
If such activities are observed, we will contact the local
law enforcement agency.
